Students are NOT eligible for academic ranking if: 
 

1. The grade point average (GPA) in the 
prerequisite courses is less than 2.75. 

2. Natural science pre-requisite courses are 
older than 5 years (60 months). 

3. Any of the following are submitted after 
the designated deadline: 

• College Admission Application 

• Competitive Ranking Application 
 

4. An informational session has not been 
attended during the Spring semester prior 
to Fall ranking. 

Students will be ranked by a weighted score to 
be calculated using the following criteria:

*NOTES: 
➢ Retaking Courses: Students can retake a class to earn a higher grade. The highest grade will be used for ranking purposes. 
➢ Information Sessions: Students will be REQUIRED to attend an informational session during the Spring semester prior to 

consideration for acceptance into competitive admissions program. Available dates can be found on the Augusta Tech and 
Health Sciences website calendar. 

➢ A grade of 'C' or higher is required for all courses. 
➢ *Students who have successfully completed 15 semester hours of transfer credit or have previously earned a college credential are 

exempt from taking COLL 1060
